Troop 26 Garage Sale Information – June 4-5, 2010
Troop Garage Sale basics:
The garage sale is an excellent fundraiser for each participating member of the troop.  The money you make at the garage sale (after expenses) goes directly into your scout account and can be used to pay for all scouting related functions as well as scout uniforms and equipment.


Expenses incurred for advertising, sign materials, table rentals, etc. will be prorated for each family based upon their total percent of sales and rarely runs to more than a few dollars per family.


We encourage entire families, but especially scouts with their parents, to come help make this a successful event. There will be lots of things to do from organizing and maintaining sections of merchandise to assisting customers, packing items, etc.  Each family is expected to sign up for at least one 3-5 hour shift on either day, but we would welcome more.  Scouts should wear Class B.  
Date, times and location:

The sale is scheduled for June 4 and 5 (Friday – Saturday), 2010.

Hours of sale are scheduled for 7:00 am – 6:00 pm on Friday; 7:00 am – 5:00 pm on Saturday.


Setup is scheduled for Thursday, June 3 from 5:30 pm until 9:00 pm.

Clean up and take down is scheduled from 5:00 pm to 6:30 on Saturday.


Location is:  5681 S. Mingo Rd, Tulsa OK  74133 (lots of space and parking).
Collecting, tagging and pricing:


Each family will collect and price your own items.  Others have had good success just by asking friends and family if they have any items they would like to donate to benefit your scout activities.  Many people will welcome some spring cleaning assistance, clearing out some no longer needed items.

Each item should have a price tag including:  price, item description, scout/family name, and an indication whether the price is FIRM (F) or only negotiable by contacting (C) owner.  Generally, all items are assumed to be negotiable unless clearly marked otherwise.  Proceeds from untagged items go to the troop.

Price sheets are available (templates are sent by email).  It can be helpful to copy a large number of pre-labeled tags.  Make sure tags are securely attached to item but can be removed when sold (don’t use sticky mailing labels or packing tape.  Masking tape or scotch tape work on many items.  Stapling the tag on cloth or clothing items works well).  When items are sold and money collected, price tags will be used to tally sales per scout/family.

Pricing tips – Price items as you decide. There are lots of pricing suggestions for garage sale items online.  One rule of thumb for clothing and household items is 10-20% of original purchase price.  Furniture items (especially in good shape), sporting goods, garden and shop tools can often bring a higher price.  
Event schedule:

Setup on Thursday:  Please deliver all of your items between 5:30 and 8 pm.  There will be “departments” set up to organize merchandise.  Each family should disperse their tagged items to the departments.

Sale shifts:  Please plan to work at least one 3-4 hour shift or more if you can.

Cleanup:  Each family is asked to return Saturday at 5:00 pm to help with clean up.  Items not sold will be donated to a non-profit such as Salvation Army, Cerebral Palsy, etc. at 5:30 pm on Saturday.
Need list:
There are many items we need to make this sale successful – your help is greatly appreciated!
Help promote this event – email details will be sent out that can be forwarded to your email list.
Tables – we need 40 – 50 tables, 6’ wooden or plastic.

Clothes racks – In the past a parent was able to borrow about 10 round clothes racks from a store.

Signs –We need help producing “garage sale” signs to promote event and also for “department” signs to organize sale.
Shopping bags – bring any extra shopping bags you have.
10 key calculators with tape.
Tape – scotch and masking, staplers.
Money boxes.
